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To ensure the utmost in comfort and convenience while adhering to Jewish law, please
be aware of the following:

• Some of the public restrooms are equipped with electronic sensors and should be
avoided on Rosh Hashanah. Please use the facilities that are manual. The Family
Restrooms located near the ballrooms are manual.

• Extra staff will be available throughout the Holiday to assist with any special
requirements such as the Shabbat elevator and entrance to the hotel room which are
electronic.

• Only the fridge lights in the suites are turned on and off when opened & closed (i.e.
unscrew the bulb or avoid opening and closing). In the regular rooms, the light of the
mini-bar is constant and you are therefore allowed to open on Shabbat. Please beware
that not all the food items in your room and mini bar are Kosher.

• A special discount rate has been arranged for self parking. $5 per day and it includes
unlimited entry per day. There is no discount for valet parking.
